Greetings seniors!  Are you ready to graduate this May? Awesome! But first, you have to pass Economics and take the Economics end-of-course-test (which you cannot exempt). Let’s make the 2016-2017 school year AWESOME and SUCCESSFUL! 

COURSE SUMMARY: 
Economics is all about making choices. Every time we make a choice we must give up something. Right now you can make a choice. You can choose to succeed in this classroom and pursue your goals, or you can choose to fail which will ultimately make your life more difficult. 
During this course you will be actively engaged in material that explains our own personal decisions regarding finance and how individual nations make similar decisions. We will study fundamental economic concepts, microeconomics, the institutions and policies of macroeconomics, and international and global economics.  These areas are defined by and explain the five domains that will be included in the End of Course Test (EOC) produced by the State of Georgia.
CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS
1. When the bell rings you are expected to have notebook, textbook, pencil or pen ready.
2. Please stay seated until the bell rings.  
3. When you need a pencil or paper--quietly ask your neighbor for what you need.  
4. Keep an organized notebook. You need a three ring binder with dividers (at least 7) for this class. Inside you must keep a “journal” of notes, openers, closers, and other daily assignments. This will be graded before each major test. Keeping your notebook is 10% of your grade so it is important that you take this requirement seriously. The divider sections should be: Unit 1, Unit 2, Unit 3, Unit 4, Unit 5, Unit 6, Unit 7
5. Bring your notebook, computer, and computer charger to class EVERY DAY. 

6. YOU are responsible for all assignments and make-up work. Check the blue crate in the front of the classroom to see if there were any handouts given on the days you were absent. You can also find work on my website: www.theadamsonadventure.com. If you are in ISS or SUS you must check to see if there were any graded assignments that you did not receive. 
7. Stay in your assigned seat. 
8. You are expected to be honest.  Plagiarism, copying, and/or cheating will not be tolerated. This includes taking photos of your work and sharing it with students, as well as cheating or copying on tests, daily assignments, essays, and homework. Both plagiarism and cheating will result in a grade of zero.  If you offer your work to another student in class and they copy it, both you and the student copying will receive a zero. 

9. Use my website and the Google Classroom! My website has chapter outlines, handouts, essay rubrics, and a calendar that keeps you up-to-date on all upcoming tests, quizzes, and due dates. It even works on smart phones! Use it to keep yourself organized and informed. I often send out homework, information, and due date changes via e-mail. Be sure to check your email each day after school or enroll in my text message reminder club. 
10. In order to create a safe and productive working environment, you are expected to be respectful.  Do not use bad language in our classroom.  Respect yourself and your classmates! I do not tolerate bullying, harassment, or negativity towards another student while in our classroom and you will be written up for this behavior. All students will be respected and welcomed regardless of race, religion, sexual orientation, or documentation status. If another student is harassing you, please see me before or after class or send me an e-mail.
11. Put away your cell phone. 
12. We must maintain an environment that is conducive to learning. That means that if you are disruptive, rude, or disrespectful you will be sent to another classroom for time out. If you make that job difficult for us or rob your classmates of their opportunities for success, you will be removed from my classroom. Other disciplinary actions include: phone calls home and official write-ups which may result in in-school-suspension.

This is an EOC (end-of-course-test) course. The EOC will be administered the first or second week of May and is worth 20% of your student’s grade. Please make sure that your student prepares for this exam by consistently attending class, studying, paying attention in class, attending tutoring sessions, and checking out the links and resources available on my school website (address below). 

Please make sure that your student has a three ring binder with 7 dividers for this class; 10% of each student’s grade is their notebook.
